A field trip is great event that you can use to create 
digital stories in your classroom!  Here is a quick and easy “How To.”
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Before the Field Trip

1. Check out a few digital cameras from your Media Center

2. Give the kids a quick lesson on how to use the Digital Camera and some general guidelines for taking care of the camera
· Steady, straight and solid
· Hold your breath while pushing the button

· Always have both feed on the ground, in a steady position while taking the picture

· If you can, rest your arm against a ledge or lean against a wall to help you stay steady

· Always have the cord around your neck or wrist

· Put the lens cover back on after each picture

3. Allow students to take a few practice pictures in the classroom

4. Provide a digital camera to each group going on the field trip

5. Provide directions for the students as to what they should be looking for on the trip and what to take pictures of

· Take pictures of 

· artifacts that you learned something about

· parallel lines, circles, rectangles, tessellations, etc.

· locations or points of interest

· the different locations, exhibits, paintings, rooms that you visit

· the beginning, middle and end of your field trip (tell the story of how you spent your day)

· artifacts relating to the unit of study (colonial rooms, MN history, the MN capitol, historical items)
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During the Field Trip
1. Have groups share the responsibility of taking pictures
2. Have groups take more than enough pictures so they can choose which ones fit their story

3. Remind students of how to care for the digital camera


After the Field Trip

1. Download pictures from each group into the Student Shared File

2. Have students complete a storyboard to tell what they learned from the field trip

3. Write a script that will be read throughout the digital story

4. Have groups decide on the photos they will use for their story

5. Teach the program PhotoStory3 to the students (or ask Molly Schroeder to come and help with this part)

6. Have students add pictures, narration, background music and transitions to their project

7. Save your projects, upload them to your website, e-mail them home to parents and enter them into the Edina Technology fair in April!!
